ANNUAL JEFFERSON AWARD PRESENTATION
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The Rotary Club of Cincinnati is again teaming up with the American Institute of Public Service (AIPS) as a local sponsor of the Jefferson Award to help find and honor individuals in our community that go above and beyond the call of duty when it comes to their volunteer efforts in the Greater Cincinnati area.

Photo Op with Hoosiers' Legend, Bobby Plump!
As part of our March Madness Membership Campaign, our kick-off speaker will be the legendary, Bobby Plump on Thursday, March 9, 2017. Bobby was a member of the Milan High School basketball team that won the Indiana High School Athletics Association State Tournament in 1954 and is one of the 50 greatest sports figures from Indiana in the 20th century, according to Sports Illustrated. Bobby Plump and his Milan High School teammates were the inspiration behind the 1986 film Hoosiers starring Gene Hackman as coach of the fictitious Hickory High School. Hickory's star player, Jimmy Chitwood, is loosely based on Plump, most notably in that Chitwood's last-second shot in the championship game was taken from exactly the same spot in the same building as Plump in the 1954 state final.
