Senior Active Status – Change in the Club Constitution
At the recommendation of the Club's Finance Committee, a resolution regarding membership was brought before the Club Board of Directors and passed by the board members unanimously. It is dealing with the Club's “Senior Active” membership. Currently, there are several ways a member can attain Senior Active status. When the concept of a Senior Active membership was originally developed, the assumption was that it would be truly for senior members of the club, likely those who were retired. Today, because of the multiple ways and ease of qualifying, we are now finding members who are moving to Senior Active status at a very young age. This is putting an unsustainable burden on the finances of the Club and could jeopardize our ability to continue going forward.
 
Therefore, it was decided to tighten up the qualifications so that they match the original intent of Senior Active status.  We will be asking club members to support a change to the constitution that will require Senior Active members to be 65 years of age and have been a member of any Rotary Club for 10 years or more.  Again, this will take the status back to its original purpose and will also help to stabilize the finances for our club.
 
Each member who will be impacted by this change within the next two years has been personally contacted by a member of the Board of Directors to make them aware of the proposed change and to give them an opportunity to request Senior Active status in the next billing cycle in advance of this change.
 
Current Senior Active members will NOT be impacted by this proposed change.
